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Charity Pattern — Carol Paul

Glovelets

Set of 4 or 5 double point needles, size 5 for worsted, 6
for dk weight.

Cast on 40 sts.
P1, (K2, P2) until last 3 sts, K2, P1.
Repeat for 22 rows.

Right thumb gusset: P1, K2, P2, K2, P1, place marker,
increase right (insert right needle under strand be-
tween the needles from back to front, knit strand), K1,
increase left (insert right needle under strand between
needles from front to back, knit strand from the back),
place marker.

Resume pattern P1, (K2, P2) until 3 sts left, K2, P1.
Every other row, increase 1 st after the first marker
and 1 st before the second marker.

Continue until you have 13 thumb stitches.

Place these on a holder.

Left thumb gusset: P1,( K2, P2) 7 times, P1, place
marker, increase right, K1, increase left, place marker,
P1,K2, P2, K2, P1.

Every other row, increase 1 st after the first marker
and 1 st before the second marker.

Continue until you have 13 thumb sts.

Place these on a holder.

After thumb, do 12 more row in pattern, adding 1 st
on right gusset between sts 8 and 9 or on left gusset
between sts 30 and 31.

Bind off in pattern.

Pick up the 13 thumb sts and 3 along the hole at the
top of the thumb. Work 3 rounds in stockinette, then 3
rows of *K1, P1* rib,

bind off.

Knitting is Hip

Celebrity sightings of Russell Crowe, Julia Roberts and
Madonna engrossed in knitting projects and a recent
spate of movies and books such as “The Friday Night Knit-
ting Club” have inspired a new generation to explore the
craft. Touted as “the new yoga,” knitting soothes jangled

nerves and allows technology-saturated psyches to power

down and relax. It's been called guilt-free sitting.

The earliest examples of knitted items date to 11th-century

Egypt. The skill migrated to America during colonization.
During World War I, Americans were encouraged to knit
for the troops, and for several decades after the war, knit-
ted items were popular in haute couture, as fashion bene-
fitted from new designs and yarn colors.

By the 1980s interest had waned. Machine-knitted items
were cheaper, and knitting was considered old-fashioned
and passé. Why knitting, why now?

The reasons for the recent resurgence are numerous: re-
bellion against mass-production, a need to retreat from
the frenzy of society, a creative outlet, a means of self-
expression.

When you knit, you create something that can endure
time, We are able to leave a bit of ourselves behind. ...
Everyone loves a handknit gift. It's so personal, custom-
made, and the receiver knows that it took time ... soiit
means a lot to the recipient.

10,000 and counting

Togetherness is the word for 86-year-olds Virginia and Gray-
don Wood. The couple, who just a few weeks ago celebrated
their 65th wedding anniversary, have actually been together
even longer — since they were 14 years old.

"What we do, we do together," Virginia said. Together, the
couple have knitted more than 10,000 baby caps and blankets
and given them to local hospitals for their newborns. Virginia
learned to knit when she was 8 or 9 years old. She lived on a
farm and a woman in her neighborhood who had no children
had bought some books and taught her and other children to
knit.

Keeping up her knitting skills, as a young married woman Vir-
ginia would knit a sweater a month.

Graydon now knits with a knitting machine. When they, and
others helping them, get about 72 baby caps made, Graydon
packs them up and, together, Virginia and Graydon deliver
them to the local hospitals.
